Directions to Steve and Susan Zumdahl’s Collection 
Travel on I-74 west to the Mahomet exit.  Turn left toward Mahomet. 
Go to route 150, second stop light, and turn right. 
Go west 3 miles to CR 1500E, turn right (power sub-station at corner) 
Travel north for 0.8 mile, over I-74, and look on your left for a  
  cream-colored building with a green roof. 
 

Directions to Allen and Nancy Strong’s Collection 
From I-74 take the Cunningham Avenue exit.  Turn toward Urbana. 
At the first light go right (west) on Country Club Road (Timbers  
  Steakhouse) 
Proceed half a block and turn right on Willow Road. 
Go to 1808 (right side) and park in the field south of the building.
